Please ensure all coats, bags, books etc. are put in your lockers and not brought into the exam room. 
 

• Make sure that you have all the equipment that you need for the exam, including spare pens and 
pencils, in a clear transparent pencil case. NO EQUIPMENT WILL BE PROVIDED BY THE 
INVIGILATORS. You must bring your own calculator if you need one (the lid must be removed and 
not brought into the exam room). You must write in black ink or ballpoint pen except for drawings 
or rough notes. 
 

• Whilst you are in the exam room you must remain silent at all times. 
 

• Do not bring mobile phones, watches, Airpods, earphones/earbuds, iPods, MP3 players, Smart 
glasses or Smart devices, revision notes etc. into the exam room. Make sure your pockets are 
empty before entering the room and all unauthorised items are in your bag. 

 

• You are allowed to bring clear plastic bottles of water into the exam; the label must be removed 
before you enter the exam room. No other drinks are allowed. If you need to keep a particular 
drink or medication with you, please speak to the invigilator in charge prior to the exam.   

  

• Please ensure that you write your name, your subject teacher’s name, the exam subject and your 
class on every answer loose sheet.
